How to find an existing WebQuest
Reinventing the wheel may not be the best approach in the utilization of WebQuests. Thousands of WebQuests have been developed by teachers, graduate students, and other educators. Effective and efficient searches will often produce an activity that is a perfect fit for the needed objectives. 

Activity 1. Type “webquest” in a Google search.  How many returns did this search produce?
Use the Google Advanced Search Feature with the following entries:
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How many possible resources did the search return?

Activity 2.  Do the above activity with a subject or objective from your subject or grade.  Locate at least two possible WebQuests that may meet your needs.  

Activity 3. On paper, a flash drive, or some other format, start a list of possible WebQuests for your subject or grade. Be sure to list title, subject, and web address.  Start list with the WebQuests found in the activity above.

Continue to evaluate possible WebQuests and add to your list. Change the search criteria to expand or refine your search.

Note:

Be sure to check the links used by the WebQuest. Older WebQuests may have dead links that make the activity difficult to use.
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
